It was both an honour and a privilege to be appointed 
Chair of the Board of Trustees in August 2024. As we 
begin this year’s Annual Report, I would like to extend 
my heartfelt thanks to my predecessor, Eluned Griffiths. 
Eluned’s leadership, dedication, and unwavering 
enthusiasm over many years were instrumental in guiding 
the hospice through a number of challenges, and her 
contribution has been pivotal in bringing us to this 
significant milestone, our 30th Anniversary in 2025. 

One of the most notable achievements of 2024 was 
the completion of our five year renovation programme. 
Finalised in January, this £5 million investment has 
transformed Nightingale House into a state of the art 
facility, ensuring that we are well equipped to deliver 
outstanding care for the next generation. The opening 
of our new Inpatient Unit marked the final phase of this 
transformation, and I’m delighted to report that, since its 
opening, we’ve seen a continued increase in the number 
of patients and families we are able to support. 

Our inpatient services and outpatient services, including 
wellbeing, rehabilitation and family support now operate 
in an environment truly fit for purpose, ensuring that we 
continue to provide the exceptional care our community 
expects and deserves. 

Looking ahead, we are mindful of the financial challenges 
that remain. In 2025, it will cost approximately £5.6 
million to run Nightingale House Hospice, with only 
circa 20% coming from statutory funding. While we 
continue to work closely with Hospices Cymru and 
the Welsh Government to push for a fairer and more 
sustainable funding model, we remain deeply grateful 
to the individuals, businesses, and grant funders across 
our community who enable us to keep delivering our 
services. 

We are also incredibly fortunate to be supported by an 
extraordinary team of around 450 volunteers who give 
their time, skills, and energy across every aspect of our 
work, from patient care and retail to gardening, cafes, 
and community fundraising. Your continued commitment 
is truly invaluable. 

To our dedicated staff: thank you for the compassion, 
professionalism, and excellence you bring to every 
part of our organisation. The feedback we receive from 
patients and their loved ones is a powerful testament 
to your efforts. I would also like to extend my sincere 
appreciation to Steve Parry, who kindly stepped out 
of retirement to serve as Interim CEO during Lauren 
Emberton’s maternity leave from May to December 2024.

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Our 2024 Garden Appeal brought the final, vibrant 
flourish to Nightingale House Hospice’s five year 
redevelopment, transforming our outdoor space into 
a colourful, accessible and therapeutic sanctuary for 
patients, families and visitors. 

While the major redevelopment of the hospice building 
was completed in January 2024, the garden remained 
the final phase of our vision, to create a holistic 
environment that supports wellbeing inside and out. 
This year, thanks to the generosity of our community, 
corporate partners, trusts, and grant funders, we were 
able to complete this transformation. 

Designed with input from clinicians, patients and 
families, the garden now features a blend of colour, 
texture and scent, with seasonal planting schemes 
offering interest and beauty all year round. Thoughtfully 
designed sensory elements, soft landscaping, and 
accessible walkways invite everyone to connect with 
nature, no matter their age or mobility. 

A particularly impactful element of the design is the 
creation of private outdoor areas, directly accessible 
from each patient room. These give individuals the 
freedom to step outside, on their own terms, into a 

peaceful and dignified space where they can enjoy fresh 
air, birdsong, and time with loved ones in comfort and 
privacy. 

In May, with the garden works complete, we were 
proud to host an official opening event to celebrate the 
culmination of the hospice’s £5 million redevelopment 
and to thank those who made it all possible. The 
event welcomed some of our major donors, corporate 
partners, charitable trusts and foundations and the 
Mayor. Guests were invited to join guided tours of the 
transformed hospice and newly completed gardens, 
experiencing first hand the profound difference their 
support has made. 

The opening was a day of celebration, gratitude, and 
connection, a chance to recognise the generosity and 
community spirit that made the entire redevelopment 
possible. Thanks to our supporters, Nightingale House 
has been transformed into a modern, welcoming 
hospice environment with state of the art facilities that 
will carry our care into the future. Every new space, 
inside and out, has been thoughtfully designed to offer 
comfort, dignity, and peace to all who walk through our 
doors.

PAUL’S JOURNEY: 
FINDING STRENGTH, SUPPORT, AND 
COMMUNITY AT NIGHTINGALE HOUSE 

For many, the word hospice can feel overwhelming, often associated only with end 
of life care. But for Paul Wootton, walking through the doors of Nightingale House 
Hospice marked the beginning of a new and more hopeful chapter. 

Paul began accessing services at Nightingale House over seven years ago. What 
started as a step into the unknown quickly became a source of stability, comfort, 
and community. 

“I think a lot of people believe that coming to a hospice is the end,” Paul said, “but for 
me, it was actually the beginning.” 

Over the years, Paul has embraced many of the services on offer, from the 
Wellbeing Programme and complementary therapy to music therapy, respite care, 
and rehabilitation. Each of these has contributed to his overall sense of wellbeing, 
helping him manage both the physical challenges of his condition and the 
emotional toll that can come with it. 

“The support I’ve had here has helped me not just physically, but mentally too,” Paul 
said. “The staff are amazing, always cheerful, and nothing is ever too much trouble.” 

One of the most significant aspects of Paul’s experience has been the Wellbeing 
Programme. “There’s so much variety in what we do, and always plenty of laughter,” 
he said. “It’s not just about treatments, it’s about living. This place has helped me find 
purpose and joy, even on the tough days.” 

Beyond the structured sessions, Paul has found something equally powerful: 
friendship. The relationships he’s built with fellow patients and staff have become 
a cherished part of his life. Even outside the hospice, Paul and others from the 
programme often meet up at Caffi Cwtch, enjoying time together and continuing 
the camaraderie that began within the hospice walls. 

“You never know when you might need a service like this,” Paul reflected. “I’m so 
grateful for Nightingale House, and I think it’s vital that people continue to support it. 
Without funding, others like me might not have the chance to experience everything it 
offers.” 

Paul’s story is a powerful reminder that hospices like Nightingale House are not only 
about care at the end of life, they are about living well, making connections, and 
finding strength, hope, and laughter in unexpected places. 

        At Nightingale House, our aim is to help people 
live as well as possible with their diagnosis. We 
offer a wide range of services that go far beyond 
traditional perceptions of hospice care, 
from wellbeing and emotional support 
to rehabilitation and therapies 
that promote independence and 
quality of life. Paul’s journey is 
a wonderful example of how 
our care is about more than 
managing symptoms; it’s
also about living fully, and 
finding meaning,
community, and joy.

I lawer, mae’r gair hosbis yn gallu swnio’n frawychus, ac yn aml iawn dim ond â gofal 
diwedd oes y mae’n cael ei gysylltu. Ond i Paul Wootton, roedd cerdded drwy 
ddrysau Hosbis Tŷ’r Eos yn ddechrau pennod newydd a mwy gobeithiol.  

Dechreuodd Paul ddefnyddio gwasanaethau yn Nhŷ’r Eos dros saith mlynedd yn ôl. 
Yn fuan iawn trodd yr hyn a ddechreuodd fel cam i fyd dieithr iawn yn ffynhonnell 
sefydlogrwydd, cysur, a chymuned.  

“Dw i’n meddwl bod llawer o bobl yn meddwl mai dod i hosbis ydy’r diwedd,” 
meddai Paul, “ond i mi, hwn oedd y dechrau mewn gwirionedd.”  

Dros y blynyddoedd, mae Paul wedi defnyddio llawer o’r gwasanaethau sy’n cael 
eu cynnig, o’r Rhaglen Lesiant a therapi cyflenwol i therapi cerddoriaeth, gofal 
seibiant, ac adsefydlu. Mae pob un o’r rhain wedi cyfrannu tuag at ei ymdeimlad 
cyffredinol o lesiant, gan ei helpu i reoli heriau corfforol ei gyflwr a’r baich 
emosiynol sy’n gallu dod gyda hynny.  

“Mae’r gefnogaeth dw i wedi’i chael yma wedi fy helpu i yn gorfforol, a hefyd yn 
feddyliol,” meddai Paul. “Mae’r staff yn anhygoel. Maen nhw’n hapus bob amser, a 
does dim byd yn ormod o drafferth iddyn nhw.”  

Un o’r agweddau mwyaf arwyddocaol ar brofiad Paul yw’r Rhaglen Lesiant. “Mae 
cymaint o amrywiaeth yn yr hyn rydyn ni’n ei wneud, a digon o chwerthin bob 
amser,” meddai.
